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Important Notice: Illinois select is a no tolerance league. Check your egos in the parking lot, and make sure the kids and families are having fun. If it’s reported and proven via video, etc that a fan, coach, player, or official are causing issues they will be banned from league immediately. Team fights will end up costing the entire program removal from the league. 

Frequently Asked Questions:

Q: What is the Birthday Cut off?
A: July 1st, 2026 

Q: What paperwork is need for Certification?
A: State ID, Passport, Military Dependent ID, or 2025 league ID or School ID with a Birth Cert. 

Q: What days will we play games on?
A: Games could be hosted on a Saturday or Sunday. There is no guarantee on either day. 
    As it will depend on field Availability of the home team. 

Q: What is the last day to add a player to your roster?
A: All Rosters are Final as soon as week one game is played. 

Q: Can a Host Charge at gate to help cover field rental cost?
A: Yes. The league does not allow hosts to charge no more than $5 for adults and kids. Exception is if they have police or security staff at gate min (1) and on the field min (1).

Q: What is the Cost?
A: Each team will have a league fee of $100 deposit paid prior to week 1. Refundable if you don’t miss a game, get into any altercation, or do anything unethical such as cheating.

Q: What other fees are involved?
A: Ref Fees are $55 per game, per ref. Ref fees are due no later than Thursday night the week of game if not paid in full prior to games starting or game will be forfeited.

Q: How many players on field?
A: All levels are 11 vs 11 except 6u & 7u will do 8 vs 8 if other team has enough, they may elect to do 11 v 11.

Q: Do fields have Stands?
A: Some fields do have stands and some don’t so please bring your own lawn chairs just in case. Please make sure all lawn chairs are at least 10 yards off the sideline.

Q: What if a field doesn’t have goal post?
A: A team can go for 2 point conversion by attempting and completing a pass inside the endzone for extra point. 1 point conversion would be a run if field doesn’t have goal post. 


Game Rules:

Q: What rules does IL Select go by?
A: We use IHSA rules for all game play with the exceptions to the below rules below. 

Q: Are there Kickoffs?
A: Yes, at 9U - 14U. There are no Kickoffs for 6u, 7u and 8u. The ball will be placed at the 30 Yard Line ready for play. 

Q: Are there Punts?
A: Yes at 9U - 14U. 6u, 7u, and 8u Ball will be marched 25 yards and spotted for play. 

Q: How does the clock work?
A: 4 Quarters of 15 Minutes Running Clock. With 2 timeouts each half.

Q: Is there a Min Play requirement?
A: No

Q: How does overtime rules work?
A: No overtime during the regular season games.

Q: When does the slaughter rule go into effect?
A: Once a team goes up 24 points the clock will not stop even if the score becomes less than 24 points. Even during a time out.

Q: Extra Point are worth what?
A: 1 Point Run, 2 Point Pass, 2 Point Kick

Q: Are coaches allowed on Field?
A: 6u, 2 coaches on the field are allowed, 7u, and 8u are allowed 1 coach on field. 9u and up must be coached from the sideline.

Q: What time should teams arrive at fields?
A: All teams should show up to their field 1.5hrs before their game starts. Certification is 1 hr. before their game. If a player is late for certification, it will be up to the opposing teams head whether those late players will be allowed to certify for that game.

Q: Football Sizes
A: 6u – 9u = K2/Peewee, 10u -11u = TDJ, 12u – 13u = TDY, 14u = Official Size

Q: How much are ref fees: 
A: Refs are $55 per game per ref. Each team playing splits the fees equally.
Ex. 6-8u – 2 refs per game $55 each program
Ex. 9-13u – 3 refs per game $82.50 each program
